John 15:1 (NKJV) “I am the true vine, and My Father is the vinedresser. 
 
John 15:4 (NKJV) Abide in Me, and I in you. As the branch cannot bear fruit of itself, 
unless it abides in the vine, neither can you, unless you abide in Me.  
John 15:5 (NKJV) “I am the vine, you are the branches. He who abides in Me, and I in 
him, bears much fruit; for without Me you can do nothing.  
John 15:6 (NKJV) If anyone does not abide in Me, he is cast out as a branch and is with-
ered; and they gather them and throw them into the fire, and they are burned.  
John 15:7 (NKJV) If you abide in Me, and My words abide in you, you will ask what you 
desire, and it shall be done for you.  
John 15:8 (NKJV) By this My Father is glorified, that you bear much fruit; so you will be 
My disciples. 
 
John 15:11 (NKJV) “These things I have spoken to you, that My joy may remain in you, 
and that your joy may be full. 
 
 
Psalm 23:1 (NKJV) The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want. (HOW? Vs 2-6) 
Psalm 23:2 (NKJV) He makes me to lie down in green pastures; He leads me beside the 
still waters.  
Psalm 23:3 (NKJV) He restores my soul; He leads me in the paths of righteousness For 
His name’s sake.  
Psalm 23:4 (NKJV) Yea, though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will 
fear no evil; For You are with me; Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me.  
Psalm 23:5 (NKJV) You prepare a table before me in the presence of my enemies; You 
anoint my head with oil; My cup runs over.  
Psalm 23:6 (NKJV) Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me All the days of my life; 
And I will dwell in the house of the Lord Forever. 
 
 

7. Victory Over the Enemy 
 
Psalm 91:13 (NKJV) – “You shall tread upon the lion and the cobra, the young lion and 
the serpent you shall trample underfoot.” 

 
Luke 10:19 (NKJV) – “Behold, I give you the authority to trample on serpents and scor-
pions, and over all the power of the enemy, and nothing shall by any means hurt you.” 
 
8. Promises of God’s Answered Prayer and Presence 
 
Psalm 91:15 (NKJV) – “He shall call upon Me, and I will answer him; I will be with him 
in trouble; I will deliver him and honor him.” 

 
Jeremiah 33:3 (NKJV) – “Call to Me, and I will answer you, and show you great and 
mighty things, which you do not know.” 
 
9. Promise of Long Life and Salvation 
 
Psalm 91:16 (NKJV) – “With long life I will satisfy him, and show him My salvation.” 

 
Proverbs 3:1-2 (NKJV) – “My son, do not forget my law, but let your heart keep my 
commands; for length of days and long life and peace they will add to you.”  



5. Freedom from Fear 
 

Psalm 91:5-6 (NKJV) – “You shall not be afraid of the terror by night, nor of the 

arrow that flies by day, nor of the pestilence that walks in darkness, nor of the 

destruction that lays waste at noonday.” 

 
Isaiah 41:10 (NKJV) – “Fear not, for I am with you; be not dismayed, for I am your 

God. I will strengthen you, Yes, I will help you, I will uphold you with My right-

eous right hand.” 

 
6. Assurance of Angelic Protection 
 

 Psalm 91:7 (NKJV) A thousand may fall at your side, And ten thousand at your right 
hand; But it shall not come near you. 
Psalm 91:9 (NKJV) Because you have made the Lord, who is my refuge, Even the 

Most High, your dwelling place,  
Psalm 91:10 (NKJV) No evil shall befall you, Nor shall any plague come near your 

dwelling; 
Psalm 91:11 (NKJV) For He shall give His angels charge over you, To keep you in all 

your ways.  
Psalm 91:12 (NKJV) In their hands they shall bear you up, Lest you dash your foot 

against a stone. 
 
Hebrews 1:14 (NKJV) – “Are they not all ministering spirits sent forth to minister for 
those who will inherit salvation?” 

Psalm 91 
 
1. Divine Shelter and Protection 
 
Psalm 91:1 (NKJV) – “He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High shall abide 
under the shadow of the Almighty.” 

 
Psalm 27:5 (NKJV) – “For in the time of trouble He shall hide me in His pavilion; in the 
secret place of His tabernacle He shall hide me; He shall set me high upon a rock.” 

 
2. God as Refuge and Fortress 
 
Psalm 91:2 (NKJV) – “I will say of the Lord, ‘He is my refuge and my fortress; My God, 
in Him I will trust.’” 

 
Proverbs 18:10 (NKJV) – “The name of the Lord is a strong tower; the righteous run to 
it and are safe.” 

 
3. Deliverance from Hidden Dangers 
 
Psalm 91:3 (NKJV) – “Surely He shall deliver you from the snare of the fowler and from 
the perilous pestilence.” 

 
Psalm 124:7 (NKJV) – “Our soul has escaped as a bird from the snare of the fowlers; the 
snare is broken, and we have escaped.” 
 
4. Covering and Protection Under His Wings 

 
Psalm 91:4 (NKJV) – “He shall cover you with His feathers, and under His wings you 
shall take refuge; His truth shall be your shield and buckler.” 

 
Psalm 36:7 (NKJV) – “How precious is Your lovingkindness, O God! Therefore the chil-
dren of men put their trust under the shadow of Your wings.”
