To the seven churches

Revelation 3:14 (NLT) “Write this letter to the angel of the church in Laodicea. This is
the message from the one who is the Amen—the faithful and true witness, the begin-
ning of God’s new creation:

Revelation 3:15 (NLT) “I know all the things you do, that you are neither hot nor cold. |
wish that you were one or the other!

Revelation 3:16 (NLT) But since you are like lukewarm water, neither hot nor cold, | will
spit you out of my mouth!

Revelation 3:17 (NLT) You say, ‘l am rich. | have everything | want. | don’t need a thing!’
And you don't realize that you are wretched and miserable and poor and blind and na-
ked.

Revelation 3:18 (NLT) So | advise you to buy gold from me—gold that has been purified
by fire. Then you will be rich. Also buy white garments from me so you will not be
shamed by your nakedness, and ointment for your eyes so you will be able to see.

Colossians 3:13 (NLT)

John 14:12 (NKJV) “Most assuredly, | say to you, he who believes in Me, the works that
I do he will do also; and greater works than these he will do, because | go to My Fa-
ther.

1. Make Room for Jesus in Your Heart
John 3:3 (NLT) Jesus replied, “I tell you the truth, unless you are born again, you cannot
see the Kingdom of God.”

Ezekiel 36:26 (NLT)"And | will give you a new heart, and | will put a new spirit in you. |
will take out your stony, stubborn heart and give you a tender, responsive heart."

Romans 10:9 (NIV)"If you declare with your mouth, 'Jesus is Lord,' and believe in your
heart that God raised him from the dead, you will be saved."

The innkeeper missed an opportunity to host the Savior of the world because there was
no room. Many people today don’t have a relationship with God because they will not
make room for Jesus in their heart.

However, anytime some-
one turns to the Lord, He immediately come in.

Ephesians 2:9 (NLT) Salvation is not a reward for the good things we have done, so
none of us can boast about it.

Ephesians 2:10 (NLT) For we are God’s masterpiece. He has created us anew in Christ
Jesus, so we can do the good things he planned for us long ago.

Matthew 6:33 (NIV)"But seek first his kingdom and his righteousness, and all these
things will be given to you as well."

Psalm 119:105 (NKJV)"Your word is a lamp to my feet and a light to my path."

Luke 10:39-42 (ESV)"And she had a sister called Mary, who sat at the Lord's feet and
listened to his teaching... Martha, Martha, you are anxious and troubled about many
things, but one thing is necessary."
