2. The Brazen Altar: Focus on the Cross.

Psalm 103:4 (NKJV) Who redeems your life from destruction, Who crowns you 
with lovingkindness and tender mercies,  
Psalm 103:5 (NKJV) Who satisfies your mouth with good things, So that your 
youth is renewed like the eagle’s.

7. The Ark of the Covenant: Intercede for others. 
 
(1 Timothy 2:1-2 NIV) I urge, then, first of all, that petitions, prayers, inter-
cession and thanksgiving be made for all people—for kings and all those in 
authority, that we may live peaceful and quiet lives in all godliness and holiness.

Joshua 1:8 (NKJV) This Book of the Law shall not depart from your mouth, but 
you shall meditate in it day and night, that you may observe to do according to 
all that is written in it. For then you will make your way prosperous, and then 
you will have good success. 
 
(Ephesians 6:10-18 NIV) Finally, be strong in the Lord and in his mighty power. 
Put on the full armor of God, so that you can take your stand against the devil’s 
schemes… (Take) the sword of the Spirit, which is the word of God. And pray 
in the Spirit on all occasions with all kinds of prayers and requests.

4. The Candlestick: Invite the work of the Holy Spirit in my life. 
 
Isaiah 11:2 (NKJV) The Spirit of the Lord shall rest upon Him, The Spirit of 
wisdom and understanding, The Spirit of counsel and might, The Spirit of 
knowledge and of the fear of the Lord. 
 
Galatians 5:22 (NKJV) But the fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace, longsuffer-
ing, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,  
Galatians 5:23 (NKJV) gentleness, self-control. Against such there is no law. 
 
(2 Timothy 1:6-7 NLT) This is why I remind you to fan into flames the spiritual 
gift God gave you when I laid my hands on you. For God has not given us a spir-
it of fear and timidity, but of power, love, and self-discipline.
